In the Springtime Festival we also offer 
opportunities to instrumental musicians. For 
these groups we will provide a splendid 
concert opportunity in London where they 
will perform in the same concert as other 
groups from overseas or the United Kingdom, 
and in addition they will receive a special 
Master Class from one of our celebrated 
British musical directors their stay in London.

Over the course of the Festival there are
three Performance Tour date pairings for 
groups from the USA, Canada, South and 
Central America and The Caribbean.

1.  Depart Americas Friday 19th of March arrive
London Saturday 20th of March. Depart
London Friday 26th of March arrive Americas
26th of March.

2.  Depart Americas Saturday 20th of March
arrive London Sunday, 21st of March.
Depart London Saturday 27th of March
arrive Americas 27th of March.

3.  Depart Americas Monday 29th of March
arrive London Tuesday 30th March.
Depart London Monday 5th of April arrive
Americas 5th of April.

 All of the above date pairing are available to 
choirs and instrumental musicians. Only date 
pairing 3 gives the opportunity for choirs to 
perform with the Young Musicians Symphony 
Orchestra.

Should groups wish to extend by a day or 
travel a day sooner, then this can be arranged 
at a relatively modest supplementary cost.

	« A masterclass given at the choir’s own
rehearsal rooms in the United States
of America by Choral Director James
Henshaw, or one of the Choral Director
associates of the programme.
	« A second choral masterclass in London
presented on one of the days of the
Concert Performances.

Musical inclusions for instrumental 
Ensembles.

	« Performance at one concert of the
Festivals prestigious music venues in
London.  A minimum of 25 minutes music
will be required.  There will be one other
group performing on the same concert
programme.

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CHORAL DIRECTOR 
JAMES HENSHAW

James Henshaw is an award-winning Opera, Choral 
and Orchestral Conductor who was the assistant 
conductor to Jordan de Souza on La Boheme for the 
prestigious 2022 Glyndebourne Season.

2022 also saw James make his German conducting 
debut at the Hamburg Hochschule where he performed 
the new opera Penelope, die.

James studied music at Clare College, Cambridge 
where he was a choral scholar and won awards for both 
conducting and piano. Since graduating with distinction 
in Repetiteuring from Guildhall School of Music and 
Drama, he has conducted for an impressive number of 
UK opera companies starting in 2015 with La Boheme 
for English Touring Opera.

Before that, in 2014, he was Chorus Master for 
Monteverdi’s L’Orfeo conducted by Ivor Bolton at 
the Bayerische Staatsoper. He also assisted Mark 
Wigglesworth on Owen Wingrave at the Aldeburgh 
Music Festival and went on to assist him with the BBC 
National Orchestra of Wales, for both the 2015 and 2016 
Proms at the Royal Albert Hall.

James’ first post in London was as assistant to Toby 
Purser at the Orion Orchestra. He joined the English 
National Opera Company in 2015 and within a year 
became their youngest ever Chorus Master. His 
London Coliseum debut was as 2nd conductor on 
Birtwistle’s Mask of Orpheus, for which he received 
his Olivier award nomination. Fiona Maddocks of The 
Observer reviewed it as “Musically it was faultless” 
Other accolades achieved during his tenure at the 
ENO include winning the 2016 Olivier Award for 
‘Outstanding Achievement in Opera’, ‘Best Chorus’ at 
the International Opera Award and the Guardian named 
his work on the UK premier of Jonathan Dove’s ‘The  
Day After’ as one of Classical Music’s top 10 best things 
of 2017.

Also in 2017, James conducted Britten’s Paul Bunyan 
at Alexandra Palace and in 2021, he conducted 
Beethoven’s 9th Symphony, with the Academy of 
English Voices accompanied by his own orchestra The 
Outcry Ensemble.

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James Blair, Principal Conductor and Artistic 
Director of the Young Musicians Symphony 
Orchestra, was born in Scotland. Whilst 
studying in London with Bernard Keefe, 
Sir Adrian Boult and in Italy with Franco 
Ferrara, his talent was soon recompensed 
with numerous awards including the Ricardi 
Conducting Prize and an Italian Government 
Scholarship to study in Sienna, Rome and 
Venice.

James has been associated with the YMSO 
since 1971 and has established it as the UK’s 
leading training orchestra. He has received 
particular renown with the orchestra in 
two areas; the interpretation of large-scale 
romantic works and the rediscovery of and, 
in some cases, British and World Premieres 
of neglected works by a variety of important 
composers.

James has worked with every major choir 
in England including the London Symphony 
Chorus, London Philharmonic Choir and the 
Huddersfield Chorus and with many of the 
UK’s major orchestras including the Royal 
Philharmonic, Philharmonia, Scottish Chamber, 
BBC Philharmonic and Scottish Symphony 
Orchestras and London Mozart Players. 
He has toured the USA where he has given 
concert series with the San Jose, Sacramento, 
Kansas City, Delaware and Colorado Springs 
Symphony Orchestras. In the field of opera 
he has conducted performances at the Dublin 
Grand Opera and the Athens Opera House. He 
had a close association with Yehudi Menuhin, 
assisting him in Spain and Russia working with 
the Orchestra Sinfonica de Euskadi in Saint 
Sebastian and the St. Petersburg Camerata.

James has long been associated with Youth 
Music of the World and Destination Events 
and has shared his knowledge and talents 
with numerous groups of student musicians 
over the years who have been inspired by his 
‘Masterclasses’.

ORCHESTRAL DIRECTOR 
JAMES BLAIR, MBE
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Before embarking on an international flight to Europe 
you must have a valid passport. The passport should 
have an expiry date of at least six months after the date 
you return to the United States. If you need to secure a 
passport for the first time, please ensure that you do so 
as soon as possible, allowing a minimum of eight weeks.

Holders of full USA passports (American Citizens) need 
to acquire an ETA to enter the United Kingdom. Before 
you can acquire an ETA you must have a valid passport. 
Then the process is simple. Either download the app 
‘UK ETA’ or log on to apply-for-an-eta.homeoffice.gov. uk 
and complete the online form and pay a fee of £20.00 
($28.00) and within a few days (normally no more than 3) 
you will receive notification via email that your ETA has 
been issued. The ETA will have a validity of two years for 
multiple entries into the United Kingdom.

Holders of non-USA passports may need a full visa 
(not simply the ETA) to enter the United Kingdom. Full 
information of which passport holders need full visas are 
available on the UK Government Foreign Office website. 
The same website will tell you where and how to apply for 
your visa. Click here to visit the website.

On occasion, to secure a visa, you will need a letter from 
Destination Events to confirm that you are a member 
of a performing group in the event and that you will 
be entering and leaving the UK on specific dates and 
accommodation is provided for you whilst you are here.

Destination Events can supply such a letter, but need a 
minimum of 10 days notice. Some visa applications can 
take several months. If you do not have or are not eligible 
to have a full US passport, you need to check if you require 
a visa and fill in your application as early as possible.

Non-American Citizens staying in the USA on a Green Card 
should also check with the Department of Homeland 
Security to ensure that they will be able to re-enter the 
USA without difficulty after their visit overseas. Click here 
to visit the website.

We are committed to help any group members who need 
assistance in the visa process. Newly issued passports are 
machine readable and thus once you arrive in London, you 
are able to gain expedited entry through the ePassport 
gates at border control. This option is only available to 
those over 12 years old, thus those younger must see a 
border control officer and have their passport stamped.

PASSPORTS & VISAS
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Youth Music’s staff and consultants at Performance 
Travel (PTL) are experts in arranging air travel from 
the USA to London for groups invited to perform in 
The London Springtime Music Festival.

It is a complicated business arranging air travel for 
what are often large groups. PTL work tirelessly to 
secure the best blocks of seats with the best airlines 
and the most convenient schedules for performing 
groups.

Preferred carriers are British Airways, American 
Airlines, Delta Air Lines, Virgin Atlantic and United. 
We also use Aer Lingus, Jet Blue and occasionally 
other European ‘flag carriers’.

Flights to London are always ‘overnight’ and range 
in length from just six hours, if you are travelling 
from Boston, to 11 hours if you are travelling from 
Southern California. We always try to book you on 
direct non-stop services, but of course not all cities 
in the USA offer this service to London. We do try to 
take you from your nearest major airport and fly you 
to London with no more than one connection.

In March, London is on GMT which is 5 hours ahead 
of EST and 8 hours ahead of Pacific time. We move 
to daylight saving towards the end of March, a little 
before you do in the USA, and so for a period of 
around two weeks from the end of March there will 
only be a time difference of 4 hours from the EST 
and 7 hours Pacific time. This means if you leave the 
East coast in the early evening you arrive in London 
in the morning on the following day. Flying from the 
West coast, if you depart late afternoon, it is early 
afternoon the next day when you land in London.

The service on all airlines in coach (economy) is 
much the same. You receive a free main meal and 
drinks soon after take off and maybe a small snack 
meal before landing. All flights booked by PTL allow 
you one item of checked luggage and one ‘carry on’ 
as well – the sizes and weights allowed vary airline 
to airline. All airlines booked by PTL offer a good 
range of in-flight entertainment.

*Using the services of PTL to book your flights is not 
obligatory, but is recommended.
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It is really important to the Festival organisers 
that every performer in the event has a great 
place to stay.

The hotels used are very carefully selected and 
regularly checked by Festival staff to ensure 
that their standards are maintained.

All hotels used are categorised as first class 
or superior first class. Standards of decor, 
furnishing and housekeeping are always high.

	« Most participants are accommodated two
per room (two beds or one Queen or King
bed). Most hotels can offer limited numbers
of three bedded rooms.
	« All bedrooms have private bathrooms,
some with tubs and showers and some with
walk in showers only.
	« All rooms have flat screen TV’s, direct dial
phones and hair dryers.
	« All hotels offer complimentary WiFi.
	« Some rooms may have mini fridges
(minibar destocked).

Breakfast is included every day*. A special buffet 
breakfast is offered to all groups in their hotel. 
Juices, fresh fruit, yogurts, bread and pastries, 
ham and cold meats, cheeses, plus always at 
least two hot items – eggs and either bacon or 
sausage. Hot drinks will include coffee, hot 
chocolate and hot teas. 

Dinner is included every day. For some days this 
is a prearranged buffet or plated meal served in 
a private room at the hotel. On other days we 
provide every individual with a special pre-paid 
Mastercard, as per the contract limit**. This is 
usable in all restaurants, cafes, fast food outlets 
and grocery stores in London. With the city now 
widely acknowledged as the culinary capital of 
the world, with more ethnic dining opportunities 
available than in any other place, the pre-paid 
Mastercard is the perfect way to explore some of 
London's great restaurants. 

We don't provide lunch. A good fast food lunch 
can be bought for around £5.00 - £7.00 ($7.00 - 
$9.50) or a sandwich lunch can be purchased for 
around £4.00 - £6.00 ($5.50 - $8.50).

* Breakfast is not included in the hotel on the day of arrival. There will have been an offering of a very light
breakfast or snack on the plane before it lands. Breakfast is included at the hotel on the day of departure.

**It is possible to supplement the funds on the Mastercard prior to the trip if you wish for group to have more 
to spend on meals.

AROUND LONDON
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A half day panoramic sightseeing tour of 
the West End and the City of London. The 
ideal introduction to our great City. See the 
Houses of Parliament with the Clock Tower 
that holds the bell of Big Ben, Buckingham 
Palace, Westminster Abbey, Whitehall, Downing 
Street, Trafalgar Square, Piccadilly Circus 
and ‘Theatreland’ along Shaftesbury Avenue. 
Look in to Chinatown and Soho, see St. Paul’s 
Cathedral, The Bank of England, Mansion 
House and The Tower of London. All the time 
you will be entertained and informed by one of 
our specially selected guides.

A half day tour including a panoramic boat 
trip on the River Thames and a visit to The 
Tower of London. The River Thames that flows 
through the heart of London is the reason that 
our great capital city is built where it is. From 
your vantage point on your private cruiser, 
your guide will bring the long history of the city 
alive. You will see many iconic landmarks along 
the way, including the Palace of Westminster 
and London Eye. The Tower of London has 
served as a royal palace, fortress, prison, place 
of execution, mint, menagerie and jewel house 
during its 900 year history. Attractions in the 
Tower include the Bloody Tower, Traitors Gate, 
the Chapel of St. John and the Jewel House 
where the Crown Jewels of England are on 
show.

A full day tour of Windsor and Windsor Castle. 
Twenty five miles to the west of London lies 
Windsor, whose 11th century castle is the seat 
and primary home of the British Royal family. 
Visit the castle with its State Apartments and 
Royal Chapel – the burial place of many of 
our monarchs. Spend time in the delightful 
town and look out at the vista of Britain’s most 
famous public (private) school, Eton College – 
alma mater to so many British Prime Ministers 
and Royal Princes.

SIGHTSEEING IN AND AROUND 
LONDON, continued
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A full day tour of Hampton Court Palace. This 
superb Tudor Palace located on the banks of 
the Thames was originally built by Henry VIII’s 
Chancellor, Cardinal Thomas Wolsey. Wolsey 
fell from favour – not least because he had 
built himself a Palace better than the king’s 
and so Henry requisitioned it and it became 
a Royal Palace, which it remains to this day. 
A visit to the Palace includes entrance to the 
State Apartments with their magnificent art 
collections, a tour of the splendidly restored 
Tudor kitchens (Henry and his court were 
notorious for their gluttony), a look at the 
earliest Real (Royal) Tennis Court and the 
chance to lose yourselves in the famous maze.

OR

A full day tour of Oxford. Oxford is home to 
the oldest university in the English speaking 
world. On this tour you will visit one of the 
historic colleges that make up the University of 
Oxford. The buildings that house the colleges 
are simply superb and full of history. The City 
is an interesting mix of ‘town and gown’ with 
the academics and scholars of the university 
representing ‘gown’ and the thousands of 
skilled workers associated with the BMW Mini 
plant representing much of the ‘town’. It is 
always great fun to look out for the sites and 
scenes used in the famous movies such as 
Doctor Strange, the Harry Potter series, Young 
Sherlock, the X-Men series and many others, 
which were all set in and around Oxford.

SIGHTSEEING IN AND AROUND 
LONDON, continued
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Every programme includes four out of these 
five special tours/visits. London Panoramic, 
The Tower and Windsor we think are best 
included for all. Then you should choose 
between Hampton Court and Oxford for your 
fourth visit.

For those who have taken part previously 
in a Youth Music programme to London and 
have been offered a subsequent invitation 
we have alternative tours/visits to offer. 
Remember though, that whilst it might be 
a director’s second or third time around (or 
maybe more), it should always be borne in 
mind that usually group members just get 
one bite of the cherry. Thus we recommend 
choosing from the above.

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MASTERCARD/TRAVEL CARD
You will receive a terrific pre-paid Mastercard, 
loaded according to your contract limit, which 
you can use on all of London's excellent 
public transport systems. Please note that 
this is the same card you will receive for your 
meals. 
The card can be used on:

	« The London Underground (Tube)
	« London Buses – all those famous red
double deckers and more besides
	« The London ‘Overground ‘Railway System
(within certain limits)
	« The Docklands Light Railway
	« The Emirates Air Line Cable Car

It’s so easy to use your pre-paid Mastercard 
for travel. Touch on and off at tube, DLR and 
overground station barriers. Touch in when 
you get on a bus – no need when you get off.

The amount provided should cover all travel 
expenses in London. 

If you look like you are running out of funds, 
you can use any contactless card, or purchase 
a day Travelcard at any Underground Station. 
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1. Intro.
Directions to Start:
You are at Green Park underground 
station. Follow exit signs for Piccadilly 
Northside. On street level turn left. Walk
along Piccadilly. Turn left into Berkeley
Street. Walk up to Berkeley Square, turn 
left at the square, and stop outside the
big office block with flagpoles either side 
of the door.

2.  Welcome! 
Berkeley Square – stay where you are!

3. Fortnum and Mason. 
Directions: Face the Ritz hotel across 
the road. Turn left and walk along the 
Parade Route until you see the store 
Fortnum and Masons on the other side 
of the street.

4. Piccadilly Circus. 
Directions: Use the pedestrian crossing 
here at Fortnums and cross the road 
towards the store, then turn left and 
continue along Piccadilly towards 
Piccadilly Circus. At the far end of 
the street you will find the Clydesdale 
Bank on your right. That’s our next 
stopping point.

5. Pall Mall. 
Directions: Now turn right. Walk down 
the hill called Regent Street. Cross at the 
first set of traffic lights and continue on 
the other side of the road. At the bottom 
is a road called Pall Mall. Cross Pall Mall 
at the pedestrian crossing and wait on 
the corner.

6. Trafalgar Square. 
Directions: Walk along Pall Mall, away 
from the Athaneum Club. Pall Mall 
becomes Cockspur St. Follow it round 
until you come to a pedestrian crossing 
on your left which will take you in to
the familiar open square and fountains 
of Trafalgar Square. Stand by Nelson’s 
Column.

7. Horse Guards. 
Directions: Walk back across the road, 
the way you came. Turn left on the
far side. Follow the sidewalk, using
more pedestrian crossings, towards
Drummonds bar. Go round into the road 
called Whitehall. Walk until you reach the
mounted guardsmen at Horse Guards.
Stand where you can see them.

8. Downing Street. 
Directions: Walk on down this road called 
Whitehall to a set of black railings on your
right, guarded by armed police. That’s
Downing Street.

9. Parliament Square.
Directions: Carry on walking along 
Whitehall to the very end of the street. 
Stand on the corner in Parliament 
Square, where you can see Big Ben and 
the other buildings.

Directions
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7. Millennium Bridge.

Directions: The bridge is 

opposite the Tate Modern. 

Walk to the middle and 

stop there.

8. The Globe Theatre.

Directions: Walk back 

towards the Tate Modern, 

but turn left when you reach 

the riverside. Walk along, 

with the river on your LEFT 

until you reach the Globe 

Theatre.

9. Clink Street.

Directions: Walk on 

alongside the river. Just past 

the Anchor Inn walk through 

a short tunnel. At the far 

end of it is the Clink Prison 

Museum. Stop there.

10. Southwark Cathedral.

Directions: Walk to the far 

end of Clink Street and then 

follow the road round to the 

right to discover a very pretty 

church, Southwark Cathedral.

11. Borough Market. 

Directions: Go out the 

Cathedral gate and cross 

Cathedral Street into 

Winchester Walk and walk to 

the end. Turn left at the end 

and walk up Stoney Street to 

the Market Porter pub.
